2019 
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COMPETITION SYSTEM  
 
 
Cut off system:  
Preliminary round:  all athletes shall perform and video record 1 video with 2  

compulsory or chosen Poomsae with in between 60 seconds 
break. 

Semi-finals:  top 50% of the preliminary round athletes shall perform and video 
record 1 video with 2 compulsory or chosen Poomsae with in be-
tween 60 seconds break. 

Finals:  top 8 of the semi-final round athletes shall perform and video  
record 1 video with 2 compulsory or chosen Poomsae with in be-
tween a 60 seconds break.
